 A satellite is a heavenly body revolving around the planet. Moon is the satellite of earth. This satellite is mother nature's gift to man. Besides the moon, there are many other satellites that revolve around the earth. These satellites have been created by man and hence are known as artificial satellites. They are used for various purposes. 
Have you ever wondered what happens to the artificial satellites that have outlived their usefulness and have been abandoned? They continue to orbit the earth and may do so for thousands of years. If they orbit at a height of about 400 kilometres or less, they lose velocity, in course of time, due to friction with dust particles. They gradually spiral towards the earth and burn up when they enter the atmosphere. Sometimes, some pieces hit the earth. 
Satellites have electronic transmitters that send signals to the earth. So, once they have completed their mission and are about to be abandoned, scientists switch off the electronic transmitters. This is done to prevent the signals from disrupting transmissions from other satellites. Many countries have put their satellites up in space for better telecommunication purposes. 
The International Telecom Union would like all satellites that are low down to be pushed up before they are abandoned, so that they do not fall back to the earth. But this is hardly done because countries have lost control over them. 
Man has created many space wonders which orbit the earth for many years. Some of them fall back on the earth while others continue to wander.
